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General Information for Parents and Guardians
1. Due to the fact that South Bay Chinese School is a nonprofit organization, parental involvement is an

essential factor to the success of the school. Income from tuition covers only teacher salary, campus
rental, student insurance and other necessary expenses. All administrative work and school activities
rely completely on parent volunteers. Every effort is valuable and well appreciated.

2. South Bay Chinese School adheres to its principles of being non-political, non-racial and non-
religious. Offensive conduct, comments or activities are strictly prohibited in school.

3. In order to stress the qualities of a good model and to show strong commitment to the learning
process to your children: (a) the teacher must be notified in advance of any absence, late arrival or
early excuse. (b) parents should make sure that their children finish their homework each week. (c)
parents should leave the classroom after dropping off students, except those who serve as room
parents for the day or with special permission from the classroom teacher. Please do not loiter.

4. It is important to follow the school traffic regulations when dropping off and picking up your
children. Please make sure your children are dropped off on time & picked up within 10 minutes
after dismissal time. The school is not responsible for students who stay behind after school hours.

5. It is imperative that parents take responsibility in the education of their children. A mere 3 hours of
instruction per week is not enough for successful mastery of any language. Daily practice at home is
the key to success.
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
